	Maritime and shipping services are governed by Port Act (Chap144). All Bruneian and foreign shipping to comply with internationally agreed safety and operational standards established under International Maritime Organisation (IMO) treaties.

Pilotage: 

Pilotage is compulsory and available 24 hours. Application should be at least 1 hour in advance through ship’s agent. Vessel should report arrival to “Muara Harbour” on Ch.16 and to wait at Beacon No.1 for pilot. 

All vessels should carry valid International Ship Security Certificate and to declare the level of security upon arrival.
